@ Firmly tighten all locks, screws and clamps
Failing to do so may cause personal injury or damage to camera.
@ Mounting a camera on a properly positioned tripod
Mounting a camera on a tripod that is not properly setup may result
in personal injury or damage to equipment.
@ Do not dismantle or modify equipment
Dismantling or modifying the equipment may cause personal injury
or damage to equipment.

& Precautions for increased longevity

. Remove the camera from the head when not in use.
Do not carry the tripod head while the camera is mounted.

. Do not carry the head by its pan handle.

. Before panning or tilting the head, be sure to properly loosen the tilt
and pan locks.

. When the head is not in use or being stored, set the counterbalance
to its minimum settings.

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B: Mounting the Head to the tripod

Loosen the Bowl Clamp and remove it from the Head.
2 Place the Head on the tripod.

Leveling the Head
3 Hold the Head, look into the Bubble Level and glide the Ball Leveler
while controlling the bubble to stay at the center.

%% Press the Level Illumination Switch and Bubble Level will light up
for about 10 to 15 sec, LED will cut off after this period or by
pressing the Level Illumination Switch again.

Once leveled, firmly tighten the Bowl Clamp to lock in position.

Adjusting the Pan Handle to the preferred position and length
Loosen the Pan Handle Clamp.

Set it to your preferred position.

Firmly tighten the Pan Handle Clamp.

Loosen the Telescoping Clamp.

Adjust the Pan Handle to your desired length.

Firmly tighten the Telescoping Clamp.
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C: Mounting of the camera

°

Firmly tighten the Head's tilt lock before attaching or detaching
a camera. Before adding camera accessories to the Head, be
sure that the total weight does not exceed the Head's payload
capacity. This will help prevent sudden tilt movements and
damage to equipment.

C-1 Removing the Sliding Plate
1 Loosen the Sliding Plate Lock.
2 Slide backwards the Sliding Plate while pressing the Plate Release Button.

C-2 Attaching the Sliding Plate
3 Align the Video Pin and Camera Screw with the camera screw
holes and securely tighten the Camera Screw.

@ Please make sure that the arrow at the back of the Sliding Plate
points in the direction of the camera lens.

C-3 Mounting the Sliding Plate with camera to the Head

4 Loosen the Sliding Plate Lock.

5 Align and fit the right side of the Sliding Plate to the right side of the
Head's base plate, then press down on the left side of the Sliding
Plate until it clicks and locks into place.

@ Do not tighten the Sliding Plate Lock yet.

@ Do not push the Plate Release Button.

6 Once attached, securely tighten the Sliding Plate lock.
7

Slide the Sliding Plate to the desired position and tighten the Sliding
Plate Lock.
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If the camera tilts backward or forward, adjust the position of the Sliding Plate.

While making Sliding Plate adjustments, be sure to secure the
camera to avoid sudden camera movements.

: Adjusting the Sliding Plate

Loosen the Sliding Plate Lock.
Slide the Sliding Plate back or forth to balance the camera and securely
tighten the Sliding Plate Lock.
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: Adjusting Counterbalance

The Perfect Balance System enables the camera to be precisely
balanced at any angle.

Before adjusting counterbalance, be sure that the Head is leveled.
Hold the camera while making balance adjustments.

While holding the camera, completely loosen the Tilt Lock.
Turn the Counterbalance Knob clockwise/counterclockwise to
increase/decrease the counterbalance strength to find the ideal
counterbalance setting.

The strength of the counterbalance is shown on the Counterbalance
Meter. 0 (Weak) < 100 (Strong)

% The Counterbalance Support Knob provides additional support to
smoothly turn the Counterbalance Knob.
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F: Panning / Tilting and Lock / Drag Control
F-1 Panning

1 Release the Pan Lock before panning left or right.

2 Firmly tighten the Pan Lock if necessary.

F-2 Tilting
3 Release the Tilt Lock before tilting up or down.
4 Firmly tighten the Tilt Lock if necessary.

Choose from three pan/tilt drag modes depending on shooting type.
Drag mode is turned off (free mode on) when set on the zero setting.

F-3 Adjusting the Pan Drag
5 Rotate the Pan Drag Control to find the ideal pan setting.
6 Pan the Head to find the desired amount of drag.

F-4 Adjusting the Tilt Drag

7 Rotate the Tilt Drag Control to find the ideal tilt setting.
8 Tilt the Head to find the desired amount of tilt.
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: Level Illumination

How to Replace the Battery

Remove the Head from the tripod and safely set it upside down.
Loosen and remove the Level Illumination Holder.

Remove the PCB Unit from the Level Illumination Holder.

Turn the PCB Unit over and remove the battery.

21 Use a pointed tool to push out the battery from the opposite
side of the opening.

Insert the new battery into the opening with positive side face up.
Insert the PCB Unit into the Level Illumination Holder with the
battery face down.

%2 Ensure that the PCB Unit is plugged into the Level Illumination
Holder groove and slide it inside.

Check functionality by pressing on the Level Illumination Switch.
If it does not light up, please check the battery attachment.
Securely tighten the Level Illumination Holder.
